String 3. Upon start signal, from behind the fault line
engage only T3 with six rounds only while prone
or supine, then perform a mandatory reload and
from behind the fault line engage only T3 with six
rounds only while prone or supine. Elbows or
feet must remain behind the fault line while prone
or supine. Magazines for the reload  may be
placed on the ground only after the start signal.
