Standing behind counter, both wrists above respective shoulders, loaded gun and magazines to
be used on the shelf under the counter. Gun must be on its side - not propped up by any artificial
means. Magazines my be flat or on edge on the shelf. Neither the gun nor the magazines may
extend beyond the open edge of the shelf.

Upon start signal, from behind the counter engage T1-
T3 with only two rounds per target. Then make a mandatory
reload with a magazine taken from the shelf and from behind
the counter engage T1-T3 with only two rounds per target.

Shelf  is 12 inches wide by 12 inches deep by 6 inches high.
The edge of the no-shoot's non-scoring border is touching
the A-zone perforation of T1. This edge is also used to
center the target array on center line. The top of the no-
shoot is even with the shoulder of the target.
