Two members of the Hermann Lions Club were presented the Melvin Jones
Fellowship Award at the club*s annual Christmas dinner last Tuesday at Stone

Dave Fagerness and Calvin Scheidegger were given the
Jones honor, the highest given by the Lions Clubs International Foundation.  The
Melvin Jones Fellowship Award was created in 1973. It acknowledges an
individual*s dedication to humanitarian service.  Lions Club president, Scott Kell,
and past district governor, Al Duffner, presented the honors.

Fagerness, who has had five years of perfect attendance in the Hermann Lions
Club, served as secretary for one year and treasurer for six. He recently served
on the Lion*s Club*s Kettle Korn Committee for the Octoberfest.
