Advent is a peaceful and reflective time. A timetepare
our hearts and minds for the coming of our Sasar,. how
can a sensible Catholic spiritually prepare forabming of
Jesus amidst the frenzy and bright lights of thedhy sea-
son? According to the U. S. Conference of CathBit-
ops: ‘Catholicism does not call us to abandon the world,
but to help shape it. This does not mean leavinggiyo
tasks and responsibilities, but transforming them.”

Try these tips for “transforming” worldly holidaggks into
acts of prayer, penance, and almsgiving:

Shopping and gift-giving
Giving handmade gifts is a way to show our love and
honor the artisans who make them at the same time.
